ODDS BODKINS

Odds Bodkin is an award-winning master storyteller, author, musician, and educator who has been dazzling listeners for
more than fifteen years. He creates magical wotlds - from high adventure to light-hearted humor - with amazing character
voices, sound effects, and musical instruments.

Bodkin, the storyteller, is renowned for his renditions of epic tales. Bodkin, the educator, taught education and environ-
mental sciences at Antioch New England Graduate School, developed an early literacy program for children born blind and

a rage awareness program for middle school students.

In his keynote address, he will weave three of his best nature-based stories performed with Celtic harp and 12-string guitars:
The Storm Breeder, a New England ghost legend; The Eif of Springtime, a Swedish eco-tale; and Yudisthira at Kailasa’s Gate, a tale
of life, death and nature from India’s Mahabharata. Bodkin will delve into how imagination can prime modern children’s un-
explored senses.
